HOW TO OPERATE  (FIG A)

ON/OFF: Click the tailcap switch. This will turn on the 
light at the low level.

CHANGE BRIGHTNESS LEVEL: When the light is off, 
One half press goes to low level. Two half presses and click 
down goes to high level, and Three half presses goes to 
strobe. Hold for momentary activation or click down for 
constant on in the setting. 

MOMENTARY ON: Half press the tailcap switch. A half 
press is a light push of the tailcap switch without clicking.

STROBE: Triple half press the tailcap switch when 
light is off, or hold the side switch when the light is on. 
Strobe mode will not be memorized.

LOCK OUT: (FIG B) Half turn the tailcap 
counterclockwise for lock out mode. The lock out mode will 
prevent accidental activation. 

UNLOCK: Turn tailcap clockwise until tight.

BATTERY CHARGING: To charge the R20, unscrew the 
USB cover around the neck of the flashlight. Connect the 
flashlight to  USB power supply or PC’s USB socket 
through the USB cord. After connecting the flashlight, the 
charging indicator will turn on to indicate that charging is 
in progress. When the R20 is fully charged the indicator 
will turn green.

BATTERY INSTALLATION
Ensure battery is inserted with the 
positive (+) end pointing to the head.
